Section I

Purpose:

Under special circumstances, the Honors Institute may display other works that Honors students have not created within an Honors class (i.e. a work that has received recognition or has been published by other organizations).  The purpose of this form is for the Honors Institute to obtain a student’s written permission for the Honors Institute to display original student work on the Broward Community College website.

Conditions:

· The Honors Institute is not obligated to display any works and retains the right to reject a submitted work.  Only works created by Broward Community College Honors Students will be considered.
· The Honors Institute will not provide any monetary compensation to a student for the display of a work on the Broward Community College website
· The work under consideration must be the student’s original creation
· The work must have been created as a part of a project or assignment within an Honors class unless an exception has been made by the Associate Vice President of the Honors Institute
· If a work was collectively created by a group of students, all of the students who contributed to the work must sign a consent form
· Students retain the copyright protection and ownership for their work
· The Honors Institute will remove a work from the Broward Community College website upon the request of any of the work’s authors
· Students must understand that there is a risk involved with the online display of copyrighted work.  The Honors Institute will clearly display the author’s names and copyright notices.  However, the Honors Institute cannot guarantee the protection of the work from unlawful use by visitors to the Broward Community College website.  Therefore, the Honors Institute will not be held responsible for the unlawful use by a third party of a work displayed on the Broward Community College website.
· Students who do not understand or agree with the above conditions should withhold their consent

The Honors Institute is proud to display the creative efforts of Honors students and is committed to giving students the proper credit for their works.  Students do not, under any terms of this agreement, give up or lose any rights or copyright protection for their work.

Instructions:

Students need to have their Honors professor certify that the work to be displayed was created within the Honors Class, except when an exception has been made.  Students should read this form carefully and, if they agree with the terms above, they should complete Section II of this form.
